I. Some notes about the Carlson family 1826–1887








KARL� FREDRIKSSON


�





Born, according to informations not yet checked, on July 4, 1790, in Högsby parish in Kalmar län in Småland.�


	He was a farmhand at Stenö in Kristdala parish (Kalmar län) when he married Anna Brita Persdotter, a twentytwo years old maid from Stora Rör on the grounds of Hökhult in the same parish on Midsummer Day, June 24, 1826 in Kristdala.� She was, also according to informations not yet checked, born on June 1, 1804, in Kristdala parish.�


	After the marriage the couple moved to Bråhult, where Karl had been promised to farm 1/8 mantal� belonging to a Karl Johan Svensson of Fallebo.� From now on Karl would farm at other people’s farmsteads. The Swedish term for this common position is brukare, ’user, farmer’, which isn’t the same standing as hemmansägare, ’peasant, yeoman, freeholder’. Anyway, he had just become a farmer, and he would remain as such. Also, he and Anna Brita would stay within the borders of Kristdala parish all their lives.


Kristdala church, which looks more or less the same since 1792.�


	At the farm at Bråhult also the widow Lisken Nilsdotter (1765–1831) and her son’s son Karl Johan Svensson, born 1820, lived with them.�


In the cathetical meeting protocol it is noted, that Anna Brita was of a little better knowledge than Karl. People got grades after (1) how well they read, (2) how they had learned Luther’s Cathechism, (3) the explanations of that and (4) how well they generally understood their christianity. Karl got b-ab-b-b and Anna Brita ab-ab-ab-b.�


	At Bråhult Karl’s and Anna Brita’s first children were born:


Nils Peter Karlsson, born June 17, 1827. Died April 23, 1833, six years old.�


Karl Johan Karlsson, born February 2, 1831. Married 1863 to Stina Maria Karlsdotter, born 1831. They moved to another place at Bjälebo(?) in 1863.�


Greta Lisa Karlsdotter, born March 14, 1834. Married 1854 to Olof Olofsson, born February 25, 1830 in Kristdala.�





In 1831, old Lisken died and her grandson moved to Fallebo. Karl and Anna Brita were now alone with their two sons a while, until they hired a sixteen-year-old maid Greta Persdotter from Malghult in 1833.� That was in the fall the same year they had lost their oldest son.


	In 1835, the family moved to a farm of 1/16 mantal at Fallebo, where the young peasant Gustav Fredrik Svensson also lived.� Already in September the following year the Fredrikssons moved on to Malghult and a farm of 1/12 mantal there.�


	At Malghult the following children were born:


Anna Kajsa Karlsdotter, born November 18, 1836. Married 1860 to Nils August Olofsson, born March 20, 1839.� – They first children were Karl Johan August, born April 19, 1861, and Amanda Sofia, born January 4, 1866.�


Nils Peter Karlsson, born June 4, 1839. Died April 7, 1840, ten months old.�


Nils Peter Karlsson, born August 31, 1841, see below.





During the time at Malghult they had a twentyfour-year-old maid Inga Lisa Nilsdotter 1837–38 and a nineteen-year-old Kajsa Andersdotter 1838–39.�


	In 1842, the family, now with four living children, moved to Bjälebo and a farm of 1/8 belonging to Håkan Jonsson, who at the same time moved to Applekulla. When Fredrikssons moved in that man’s old parents lived there, and also a Nils Samuelsson with family.�


	At this time, Anna Brita seems to have helped Carl getting better with the reading. They both now got the grades ab-ab-ab.�


	Now their youngest child was born:


7.	Kristina Karlsdotter, born January 16, 1844. Died April 27, 1846, two years old.�





Ten years after her birth, 1854, the eldest daughter married Olof Olofsson from Bjälebo, who a year lived as married farmhand at Fredrikssons’ before the two of them moved to his place.�


	Soon after that the owner died and was succeeded by his son Karl Johan Håkansson, who wanted to move to the farmstead. Fredriksson agreed to change places with him, so that he with his family moved to Applekulla, 1/8 mantal, in 1856.� For the coming season there Fredriksson hired a farmhand Nils Fredrik Olofsson, born 1831 in Högsby, Karl’s home parish.�


	At this time the records from the cathechetical meeting protocols are as follows: Karl and Anna Brita ab-ab-ab, Karl Johan ab-ab-ab, Nils Peter a-a-a-a, Anna Kajsa b-b-b.� The second son was evidently his parents’ pride regarding reading skills.


	Soon, Håkansson found out that he could better move to Östantorp, and the farm at Bjälebo was available again in 1857. The Fredrikssons moved back there.�


	The farmhand Olofsson moved away to Mörlunda parish the same year.� Fredriksson probably missed his help with the work at the farm, until Anna Kajsa married a young man from the village in 1860. At the farm at Bjälebo the twentysix-year-old maid Stina Maria Karlsdotter, earlier Håkansson’s maid in that same house, also was a help, until 1857. In addition to them, also a Sven Peter Johansson moved to the farm in 1858 with his family. Håkansson’s parents had passed away, Sara in 1848 and Jonas in 1852, but Nils Samuelsson with his family was still there. Nils died in 1859, though.�


	In the 1860’s the farm was full of people. Karl and his wife and their sons, one of them with a wife, and their daughter and her family, not counting Samuelsson’s widow. She moved to Tuna in 1866, though, and her children, young adults, moved also away.�


	In 1869, Karl finally retired from the farming, leaving the position with the landowner’s permission to a twentythree-year-old Nils August Svensson who thanks to that could marry and begin building a family there. The same year Anna Kajsa with her family moved to a place of their own in Bjälebo. Also Nils Peter moved away for good, so now no relatives were around the old couple anymore.�


	Anna Brita got svagsint, ’feeble-minded’, in 1873.� She died on February 16, 1874, at the farm in Bjälebo, sixtynine years old.�


	In October 1875 Håkansson and his family left their place at Östantorp and moved in at Bjälebo.


	Karl was now a little senile. His reading: b. His understanding: cd.�


	On April 6, 1887, he died at the farm in Bjälebo, eightynine years old according to maybe wrong age information, perhaps he was ninetysix years old instead.�








NILS PETER KARLSSON


Born August 31, 1841 at Malghult, Kristdala parish, see above.


	At seventeen years of age, Nils Peter in 1858 began to serve as a farmhand at Östantorp, where the landowner Håkansson had connections with the present owner since he lived at another farm there. Or maybe it was his maid Stina Maria Karlsdotter who put a good word for him? She had moved from Bjälebo to her old master and mistress, the Håkanssons, in 1857. She must have known that the other farmer at Östantorp, Olaus Nilsson, just recently had become one farmhand short. Anyway, she herself moved to that farm now in 1858 also. So the servants were in the fall of 1858 Nils Peter and she.� She later married Nils Peter’s older brother.


	Nils Peter moved 1862 to Nils Johan Andersson’s farm at Bjälebo.� The next year, when his brother’s marriage took place, he moved back to his parents’ place at Bjälebo. That summer, as well as he had done the one before, he did his military services.� In 1865, a clergyman has written by his name, ”to Stockholm”, but the planned move never took place.�


	The year 1867 was an extremely cold and wet year, and 1868 became extremely dry and hot on the other hand. Because of this 1867–69 became years of famine, the last really disastrous ones in Swedish history. Counting everyone in the country, even the wealthy, over twice as many as usual died during that period.


	In 1869, Nils Peter moved to Humleryd and was a farmhand there over the winter.� During this time he certainly planned his emigration to North America – evidently he was restless at the time, close as he had been moving to Stockholm a few years earlier.


	On May 19, 1870, he started his journey away from Kristdala. The same day the farmhand Aron Reinhold Bonapart and his sister, the maid Ida Kristina Bonapart, departed, maybe the three of them went together.�




















II. Some notes about the Peterson family 1818–1867








PETER SJÖ


Born 1788 in Hultsjö parish in Kronobergs län in Småland. Soldier, with residence at the soldier’s croft on the grounds of Sjöända Södergården in Asa parish. Retired from his service before 1827, when Sven Bolivar, born 1805, became the next soldier. Sjö’s wife was Greta Jonasdotter, born 1783.�


	They had at least two children:


–	Kerstin Petersdotter, born December 13, 1818.


–	Peter Petersson, born October 24, 1822.








PETER  PETERSSON


Born October 24, 1822 at the soldier’s croft on the grounds of Sjöända Södergården in Asa parish, see above.�


	His sister Kerstin served as a maid at Lilla Kråkhult in Hultsjö parish, and when the farmhand there moved away, it was arranged so that Peter could come and serve there by her side. That was 1838, when Peter was sixteen years old.�


Peter served as a farmhand in many different farms. After Lilla Kråkhult he moved to Kännestubba 1840,� to Gissmundetorp 1841,� to the big farm Stora Kråkhult 1842, where it was a lot of other servants,� and finally to Kättorp 1845, everything in Hultsjö parish.


	In Ljunga(?) served a maid named Katarina Jönsdotter.� She was born February 24, 1825, at Tråsås Norrgården in Hultsjö parish, daughter of Jöns Jaensson and his wife Lisa Stina Andersdotter.�


	It was arranged that Peter could take up the duties as farmer of the farm at Kättorp, ½ mantal but mediated to ¼, owned by the butcher Johan Schef, and so it was possible for Peter to support a family and get married.�


�


	On February 21, 1846, Peter got the permission for the banns. Katarina’s father was personally present and gave his approval.� The wedding then took place on March 29 in Hultsjö and was conducted by the vicar Sune Gustaf Bolin (1801–1877)� – whose appearance we actually know some of thanks to a photography taken in his old days, which were the early days of the art of photography.�


	Katarina had lived with Peter at Kättorp since February 21, and now they were husband and wife. Already the first year they hired their first maid, the thirtytwo-year-old Lisa Stina Magnidotter from the town Eksjö, in order to help keeping up a good standard at the farm.� From 1846 they also kept one farmhand.�


	Soon they got their first children:


Greta Kristina Petersdotter, born January 24, 1847. Died March 10 the same year, one month old. She was accidently smothered to death during the night.� This was not an unusual accident in those days, when a small child slept with its parents in their bed among pillows and heavy bedclothes.


Kristina Maria Petersdotter, born July 2, 1848. Died March 31, 1849, at Klockaregården, eight months old, because of massel (’rash, scurf, scabies, itch’).�





In 1849 the little family moved from Kättorp to Skepperstad Klockaregården in the parish of Skepperstad in Jönköpings län, which Peter took as tenancy or leasehold from the farmer Johan Peter Karlsson of Skruva in Hultsjö after an older tenant (arrendator) Nils Jonasson who moved away to a croft nearby.� Skepperstad was a big village with many independent farms or rather villages like Klockaregården (’the precentor’s farm’), Helgagården, Nedregården, Tomasgården, Simonsgården etc.


	At Klockaregården, ¼ mantal, they mostly kept one maid at the time from 1850 and onwards, and 1854 they also hired a farmhand.


	Katarina gave birth to new children:


Anna Kristina Petersdotter, born July 8, 1850.


Johanna Matilda Petersdotter, born July 9, 1853.





In 1856, Peter was able to get a new lease at a bigger farm, Skärsjö Nedregården, 3/8 mantal, which was owned by the drummer Sköld, and the family moved there. The resident Samuel Hansson there emigrated to North America the following year.�


	Here the family grew bigger:


Ida Sofia Petersdotter, born February 15, 1856.


Emma Lovisa Petersdotter, born November 5, 1858.


Klara Matilda Petersdotter, born April 19, 1862.





On October 28, 1863, the family moved again. This time Peter became a tenant of ¼ mantal at Solkaryd Nedregården, owned by Peter Magnus Johannisson who lived at the same village.� There Peter’s and Katarina’s eighth daughter(!) was born:


8.	Helena Maria Petersdotter, born November 1, 1864.





In the late 1860’s, Peter had to retire from his tenancy, and took up quarters with Sven Svensson in the village. He had some plans for his and Katarina’s old age, since he was part-owner of a house at Åhult with some soil, which now was farmed by Anders Magnus Karlsson in the village. It was not much, though, and the family seems to have been caught by the emigration fever that really started in that time and especially in this area.


	On May 21, 1867, Peter, Katarina and their six daughters left for North America. At the same time left the peasant Isak Peter Jonasson with his household from Skepperstad Tomasgården and the farmer Frans Johansson with his household from Skepperstad Klockaregården.� Presumably these families went away together.


	Perhaps Anders Magnus Karlsson was happy, not having to share Åhult with that big family. He was twentythree years old and was now able to marry, which he did in December the same year.�
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� The name is mostly spelled Carl, and the children’s names accordingly Carlsson, Carlsdotter. Not until the twentieth century spelling was a matter of distinction, though, so C is generally normalized to K, so also here.
